Personal Accident Insurance Scheme for Pupils 

Every year, the Parents Association committee members organise personal 

accident insurance cover for students in the school. This involves a lot of administration work over 

the Summer and during the first months of the school year. In previous years this was offered 

through Brennan Insurance, but this year, after careful consideration, it was decided to change over 

to Allianz Insurance. The premium this year was €13 for 24 hour cover 365 days, with no applied 

excess. There was a great uptake of the insurance again this year, and we continue to recommend 

this for all pupils.
